
Course: World History, Geography, and Culture

Course Description: World History, Geography, and Culture is a district mandated course for graduation. Students will apply their
understanding of World History to demonstrate resourceful learning and reflective communication.  Students will demonstrate
proficiency in state adopted standards for 10th grade students through standards based benchmark exams, common unit exams and
authentic assessments.  Students will engage in a rigorous curriculum that focuses on literacy, critical thinking, and to prepare for SAT
exams.   The Honors World History course will utilize dimensions of depth, complexity, novelty, and acceleration in an effort to ensure
mastery of content and academic growth and preparation for AP European History and/or AP United States History.

Course Objectives:  The students will be able to:
● Identify the factors that influenced the development of Western Political Thought.
● Compare and contrast the Glorious, American, and French Revolutions.
● Analyze the effects of the Industrial Revolution.
● Identify the patterns of global change in the era of New Imperialism.
● Analyze the causes, consequences, and effects of the First and Second World Wars.
