AP Art History

» Course Description: This is a survey of art from Prehistory to the present and earns the
successful student 8 credit transfer to the UC - all Segerstrom students are required to take a
VAPA to graduate: Art History is the only AP VAPA for non artists (and the only elective worth 8
transfer credits) Prerequisite(s): NONE

* Grading Scales:
* HW: 40%
* Projects and Tests/Quizzes: 60%
Make-up Policy: Late work is worth half credit

* 1 hour / night reading
* This class demands both memorization and critical thinking.

AP English Literature & Composition (Grade 12) 4

eCourse Description: Students spend the year learning to analyze how authors of fiction use literary devices to
convey meaning — lots of reading, writing, and discussion (equivalent to freshman year college English).
Prerequisite(s): AP English Language A/B

eGrading Scales:

Essays/Writing 40%

Tests/Quizzes 40%;

Homework/Classwork/Class Participation: 10%

Make-up Policy: Late work accepted for point deduction; assessments by appointments only

e Assignments: most homework is reading and answering questions about reading to prepare for discussion; variety
of tests and timed writing assignments in class; students have opportunities to resubmit work following class
discussion

* AP Biology: Study of you (under the microscope)! Topics range from ceIIs to populatlon ecology to
biotechnology to evolution! And everything in between. This course is equivalent to one semester of

introductory biology or elective credit if you are a biology major.

* Prerequisite(s): Honors Biology and Honors Chemistry with an A or B in both classes, OR CP Biology
and CP Chemistry with an A in both. Either way a large work ethic is required and hopefully an
interest in the subject matter! (Rarely we allow just H Biology as a prerequisite; must get approval)

* Grading Scales: A 90%-100%; B 80%-89%; C 70-79%; D 60-69%; F 59% and below

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AP Calculus AB e

» Course Descriptions: Calculus is intended for students who have a thorough knowledge of
college preparatory mathematics. The study of calculus involves three stages: the limit process,
differentiation, and integration. The curriculum for this course is intended to prepare the student
to pass the Calculus AP Exam, which is administered in May.

AP Calculus BC .

» Course Descriptions: Calculus BC is a full-year course in the calculus of functions of a single

variable. It includes all topics taught in Calculus AB plus additional topics. Calculus BCis an
extension of Calculus AB.

Prerequisite(s): Completion of AP Calculus AB with a grade of A, B, or C
e Grading Scale:

e Test/Quizzes: 90%
e Homework: 10%

* Expectations:
e Students who take an AP Calculus course should do so with the intention of placing out of a
comparable college calculus course by earning a passing score on the AP Exam.
* Improve on skills and knowledge of topics introduced in AP Calculus AB.
* Maintain Segerstrom High School’s excellency in success in Calculus BC
*90% pass rate on AP Exam in 2018



AP Chemistry @

* Course Descriptions: A study of the physical laws controlling chemical reactions of
atoms, ions and molecules. Students will observe basic principles in the laboratory and
report the results through logically structured lab reports. (1st year College Chemistry
Equivalent)

Prerequisite(s): A or B in Honors Chemistry

e Grading Scale: A: 75% +, B: 65-75%, C:-45-65%, D: 35-45%, F: 35% -
* Quizzes/Exams: 60%
* Experiments: 15%
* Homework/Classwork: 10%
* Final: 15%

e Grading Scale:
Make-up Policy: make up work -absent 1 day-all work due the following day,etc

* Assignments: classwork, homework, lab experiments, lab reports, group projects,
and group presentations. Group and individual research projects held throughout
the course.

*Field studies available each month. (BOLSA CHICA ECOLOGICAL RESERVE)
* Assessments: Quizzes and exams every 2 weeks.
*AP exam each May at end of course!

AP Physics

» Algebra Based Introductory Physics: (College Equivalency to 1st Semester Intro Physics w/ Lab)
* AP Physics is the science that explains all of your toys and the moving world around you

* Prerequisite(s):

* Students should be enrolled in Algebra Il Honors or Above
 First year physics course (Usual Path)

e Passed Honors Chemistry with an A or B
* OR it can be taken as a second year physics course after passing regular physics

* Grading Scale: A 100% - 86%, B 85% - 75%, C 74% - 64%, D 63% - 53%
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* Assignments: 15%, Notes: 10%, Labs/Projects: 25%, Tests: 25%, Final: 25%

*Test Corrections are available to improve scores

Grading Scales:

Assignments: Homework is due the day after it was assigned (unless otherwise stated)
and may include written assignments, reading and studying.
Students have one day for every day they were absent to turn in assignments.

» Grading Scales: Grades are based on points.
Make-up Policy:
* Assignments: Students will have as many days as they were absent (excused) to make up missed
homework. Assignments not turned in on the due date can be turned in the following day for half

credit.
* Assessments: Students come in on the tutorial day following their absence to make up a test/
quiz.
*Students may not wait until intervention to make up missed assessments.

AP Studio Art @

Course Descriptions: The AP Studio Art portfolios are designed for students who are
seriously interested in the practical experience of art. AP Studio Art is not based on a
written examination; instead, students submit portfolios for evaluation at the end of the

school year

The three AP Studio Art portfolios (2-D Design, 3-D Design, and Drawing) share a basic, three-section
structure, which requires you to show a fundamental competence and range of understanding in
visual concerns and methods

Prerequisite: Fundamental drawing skills

Grading Scales: Based on points from individual assignments
Expectations: One work of ART each week of the school year including holidays




AP Macroeconomics

* Course Descriptions: Teaches an understanding of economic
activity/choices, resources and policy making decisions

Prerequisite: None

e Grading Scales:
* Assessments: 70%
* Assignments: 30%
