
Dear SAUSD community,

Orange County continues to experience a surge in pediatric respiratory 
illnesses-primarily from Respiratory Syncytial Virus (RSV), which is 
impacting our local hospital systems. RSV is a common respiratory virus 
that usually causes mild, cold-like symptoms. Most people recover in a week 
or two, but RSV can cause severe infection in infants and older adults. RSV 
is the most common cause of bronchiolitis (inflammation of the small 
airways in the lung) and pneumonia in children younger than 1 year of age 
in the U.S. People with RSV infection typically have; fever, cough, runny 
nose, amd wheezing. In very young infants with RSV, the only symptoms 
may be irritability, decreased activity, and breathing difficulties.

OC is currently in Tier 3 with pediatric hospitals at or beyond capacity, 
multiple adult hospitals seeking regulatory waivers to add/expand pediatric 
capability, regional bed availability has diminished & pediatric nurse staffing 
is waning. SAUSD is asking all families to be vigilant for symptoms and seek 
medical help if needed.

State releases 2022 California Assessment of 
Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP) scores
The California Department of Education recently released assessment 
data from the spring 2022 administration of the California Assessment of 
Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP). As expected, 
assessment results released revealed the academic impacts of 
pandemic-era disruptions for all schools and districts across the state, 
underscoring the need for ongoing accelerated learning and support.

This is the case in Santa Ana Unified School District as well, where the 
data showed that 30.6% percent of students tested met or exceeded the 
standard in English Language Arts, while 18.6% met or exceeded the 
standard in math.
