The Board of Education recently approved a plan to study the
process of establishing Trustee Areas and elections
By-Trustee Areas that would take effect commencing with the
November 2022 election. By-Trustee Area voting is a method
of electing members to the school board in which candidates
must reside within a trustee area and the candidates are
elected only by the voters residing in that trustee area. SAUSD
currently elects its Board of Education members through an
at-large election system. Under this system, candidates for the
Board of Education can reside anywhere within SAUSD's
boundaries.
