How High School Works...Let’s Do the Math V

To graduate high school, students need 220 course credits:
e Courses are divided into semesters.

* Each completed semester course that a student passed (with an A, B, C, or D)
earns 5 credits. Students planning on attending a four-year college must earn
Cs or better. If they don’t, they retake the class.

 Six classes each semester allows you to earn 30 credits/semester.
 Two semesters each year allows you to earn 60 credits each year.

* Fours years of high school allows you to 240 credits...you need 220 credits to
graduate.

* If you fail a required course, you must retake it until you pass it.
5 credits x 6 classes x 2 semesters x 4 years =
240 credits
