• November 2 and December 2, for the 2012–13 school year  
• October 2 and December 2, for the 2013–14 school year 
• September 2 and December 2, for the 2014–15 school year and each school year

When a team consists of members who pursue a common 
vision, and who share a collective passion, there is absolutely no limit to what 
it can accomplish.  In that spirit, the District is creating New Corridors to 
Success for our students, accelerating their academic success, and moving them 
closer to achieving their life goals.

• Dr. Meléndez shared the news regarding the new buildings at Century High 
School and Davis Elementary.  Century removed 45 portables and replaced them 
with a two-story state-of-the-art building holding 40 classrooms.  Davis 
removed 12 portables and added 12 new two story classrooms.  All of the new 
classrooms received $9,800 in new technology, including Smart Boards, LCD 
projectors, ceiling mounted speakers with wireless microphone, and a 
technology cart that holds the computer, Elmo, and other items that can be 
moved around the classroom depending on what is needed.  The removal of 
portables at Century and Davis provided 20 percent more open space.  A new 
artificial turf and synthetic track was installed at Century, and new play 
fields were created at Davis. 

• Dr. Meléndez stated that Target has selected Taft Elementary School as one 
of just 50 schools nationwide to receive a $100,000 grant to use for 
whatever the District considers the best use of the funds.  In keeping with 
our theme of New Corridors to Success, the grant will be used to establish 
a unique reading and fitness lab that will integrate physical fitness with 
literacy.  The new lab will be open to all students at Taft, which will 
help mainstream the school’s Deaf and Hard of Hearing and Special Education 
Classes with Regular Education Classes. 

• Dr. Meléndez also shared that Roosevelt Elementary School Library was 
selected to receive The Target/Heart of America Foundation Library Make-
Over.  Madison Elementary and Lincoln Elementary were named as finalists, 
and will receive a donation of books for their libraries totaling $1,000 
each.  District Facilities will collaborate with Target to plan for 
construction at Roosevelt Elementary, with a grand opening scheduled for 
June 1, 2012.  On opening day, each student who attends will receive seven 
new books to take home.  Each of their siblings attending will also receive 
seven books to take home.  This is a very exciting development for the 
District and the students.   

• Dr. Meléndez congratulated two Middle College High School teachers, Mr. 
Clifford Gerstman and Ms. Susan Groff.  They were selected to participate 
in the NASA Stratospheric Observatory for Infrared Astronomy Program – more 
easily remembered as SOFIA.  Twenty-six educators from the United States 
have been selected for research flights aboard SOFIA.  As participants in 
the Airborne Astronomy Ambassadors program, the educators will partner with 
professional astronomers using SOFIA for scientific observations this year 
and in 2013. 

• Dr. Meléndez announced that the annual Kindergarten Roundup will take place 
on February 27 through March 30. District staff is working on disseminating 
information regarding kinder registration to parents and the Santa Ana 
community at large. 

• Dr. Meléndez mentioned the 22nd Annual Art Song Competition held on February 
7th and 8th at Segerstrom High School.  The event showcased the amazing 
talents of middle and high school students.  There were 21 winners, placing 
1st place through 4th place, from McFadden, MacArthur, Spurgeon and Villa 
intermediate schools, representing boys and girls from sixth, seventh and 
eighth grades. 

• It was an honor for Dr. Meléndez to announce that the Santa Ana Unified 
School District Police Department has been selected to receive the 
Community Policing Award by the Orange County Human Relations Commission. 
The department is receiving this award for its work in transforming the 
service provided to the SAUSD community, and for its collaborative gang 
prevention efforts.  The “OC Human Relations Awards 41 – Building Bridges 
of Understanding” will host a gala to present the awards at The Grove of 
Anaheim on May 10, 2012. Board and Cabinet members will be invited to the 
event.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 
 
The purpose of this agenda item is to seek Board approval of the triennial Countywide Expulsion 
Plan which focuses on countywide services for expelled students.  On June 20, 1997, the Orange 
County Board of Education (OCDE) approved the original Countywide Expulsion Plan 
providing educational services for all expelled students in Orange County and each school 
district’s governing board then adopted the plan.  Education Code Section 48926 requires 
submission of updates and outcome data to the Superintendent of Public Instruction every three 
years.   
 
 
RATIONALE: 
 
School districts within Orange County and the Orange County Department of Education provide 
a continuum of alternatives for students who are in need of traditional and/or alternative 
education options.  Collaboration between the 28 school districts and the Orange County 
Department of Education helped to remediate the gaps identified in the 2009-2012 Expulsion 
Plan.  This revised 2012-2015 Educational Services Plan furnishes the framework for providing 
educational programs and services to all expelled students in Orange County, by: 

• Defining the Expulsion/Readmission Process. 
• Presenting educational alternatives for expelled pupils with an added section listing 

district activities relating to the prevention of expulsion.  
• Adding a section for Charter Schools.  
• Updating a section addressing Special Education students. 

 
The 2012-15 triennial plan will be submitted to the California Department of Education by June 
30, 2012.

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PLAN FOR PROVIDING EDUCATIONAL SERVICES TO ALL 

EXPELLED STUDENTS IN 
SANTA ANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT 

2012-15 
 

General Provisions 
 
As required by Education Code 48926, the Orange County Superintendent of Schools has developed an 
expulsion plan in conjunction with the Superintendents of the school districts in Orange County.  The 
plan provides for educational services to all expelled students in the county for school years 2012-13, 
2013-14 and 2014-15.  A student whose behavior has resulted in an expulsion is provided a 
rehabilitation plan, which ensures placement in an educational program and establishes the criteria for 
return to the Santa Ana Unified School District.  All educational alternatives provided by Orange 
County school districts are not available to all expelled students.  The type of offense, location of 
offense, grade level and nature of the student’s individualized needs; all have the potential to affect the 
educational alternatives available to the student during the period of expulsion.  Students expelled for 
any of the offenses listed in subdivision (a) or (c) of Section 48915 of the California Education Code 
shall not be permitted to enroll in any district-operated program during the period of expulsion unless it 
is a community day school. (Education Code 48915.2) 
 
The Governing Board has established policies and standards of behavior in order to promote learning 
and protect the safety and well-being of all students. When these policies and standards are violated, it 
may be necessary to suspend or expel a student from regular classroom instruction. District policies and 
school site rules clearly identify district behavior standards. 
 
Expulsion is an action taken by the Governing Board for severe or prolonged breaches of discipline by 
a student. Except for single acts of grave nature, expulsion is usually used only when there is a history 
of misconduct, when other forms of discipline including suspension, have failed to bring about proper 
conduct, or when the student’s presence causes a continuing danger to him/herself or other students. 
(Education Code 48915) 
 
The grounds for suspension and expulsion and the procedures for considering, recommending and/or 
implementing suspension and expulsion is specified in administrative regulation.  
 
Each principal annually informs all students and parents/guardians of the school’s discipline rules and 
procedures and of the availability of all district policies and regulations dealing with student discipline, 
suspension and expulsion. (Education Code 35291, 35291.5) 
 
The Governing Board shall provide for the fair and equitable treatment of students facing suspension 
and expulsion by affording them their due process rights under the law. The administration and staff 
shall comply with procedures for notices and appeals as specified in regulations.  Procedures governing 
student due process shall conform in all aspects to provisions in law. (Education Codes 48911, 48915 
and 48915.5) 
 
The Superintendent or principal may use his/her discretion to provide alternatives to suspension or 
discretionary expulsion for a student subject to discipline under this administrative regulation 
including, but not limited to, counseling and an anger management program. (Education Code 48900.6) 
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Alternatives to suspension or expulsion will be used for students who are truant, tardy, or otherwise 
absent from assigned school activities. (Education Code 48900) 
 

Expulsion/Readmission Process 
 
The school district of residence maintains the responsibility for developing a rehabilitation plan for 
expelled students and referring students to an appropriate educational setting.  Expelled students who 
complete their rehabilitation plan obligations are reviewed by the district for possible return to district 
of residence programs.  Expelled students who fail to meet the terms and conditions of the district 
rehabilitation plan may be referred to an appropriate educational setting within another district 
alternative program, district community day school program, or the Orange County Department of 
Education. 
 
The student is entitled to a hearing to determine whether the student should be expelled. The hearing 
shall be held within 30 school days after the principal or Superintendent or designee determines that 
one of the acts listed under “Grounds for Suspension and Expulsion” has occurred. 
 
Upon ordering an expulsion, the Governing Board shall set a date when the student shall be reviewed 
for readmission to a school within the district. For a student expelled for an act listed under “Mandatory 
Recommendation and Mandatory Expulsion,” this date shall be one year from the date the expulsion 
occurred, except that the Governing Board may set an earlier date on a case-by-case basis. For a student 
expelled for other acts, this date shall be no later than the last day of the semester following the 
semester in which the expulsion occurred. (Education Code 48916) 
 
At the time of the expulsion order, the Governing Board shall recommend a plan or the student’s 
rehabilitation, which may include: (Education Code 48916) 
 

1. Periodic review and assessment at the time of application for readmission. 
 

2. Recommendations for improved academic performance, tutoring, special education 
assessments, counseling community service and other rehabilitation programs. 

 
3. Such other recommendations as the Governing Board approves. 

 
Readmission procedures shall be as follows: 
 

1. On the date set by the Governing Board when it ordered the expulsion, the district shall consider 
readmission of the student. (Education Code 48916) 

 
2. The Superintendent or designee shall hold a conference with the parent/guardian and the 

student. At the conference the student’s rehabilitation plan shall be reviewed and the 
Superintendent or designee shall verify that the provisions of this plan have been met. School 
regulations shall be reviewed and the student and parent/guardian shall be asked to indicate in 
writing their willingness to comply with these regulations. 

 
3. The Superintendent or designee shall transmit to the Governing Board his/her recommendation 

regarding readmission. The Governing Board shall consider this recommendation in closed 
session if information would be disclosed in violation of Education Code 490730-490979. If a 
written request for open session is received from the parent/guardian, it shall be honored. 
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4. If the readmission is granted, the Superintendent or designee shall notify the student and 

parent/guardian, by registered mail, of the Governing Board’s decision regarding readmission. 
 

5. The Governing Board may deny readmission only if it finds that the student has not satisfied the 
conditions of the rehabilitation plan or that the student continues to pose a danger to campus 
safety or to other district students or employees. (Education Code 48916) 

 
6. If the Governing Board denies the readmission of a student, the Governing Board shall 

determine either to continue the student’s placement in the alternative educational program 
initially selected or to place the student in another program that serves expelled students, 
including placement in a county community school. (Education Code 48916) 

 
7. The Governing Board shall provide written notice to the expelled student and parent/guardian 

describing the reasons for denying remittance into the regular program. This notice shall 
indicate the Governing Boards’ determination of the educational program the Board has chosen. 
The student shall enroll in that program unless the parent/guardian chooses to enroll the student 
in another school district. (Education Code 48916) 

 
Educational Alternatives for Expelled Students 

 
As indicated in the Orange County Department of Education Countywide Expulsion plan, the options 
available to Santa Ana Unified School District after an expulsion decision include, but are not limited 
to the following: 
 

1. Expulsion, suspended order, with placement on the same school campus [Education Code 
48917 (a)]. 

 
2. Expulsion, suspended order, with placement on a different school campus within the district 

[Education Code 48917 (a)]. 
 

3. Expulsion with referral to a district alternative suspension/expulsion classroom, if available 
[Education Code 48660]. 
 

4. Expulsion with subsequent transfer to another district. 
 

5. Expulsion with referral to the Orange County Department of Education, Alternative, 
Community and Correctional Education Schools and Services (ACCESS) [Education Code 
1981].

Actual referral to a district alternative suspension/expulsion classroom or county community school is 
made by the Santa Ana Unified School District Governing Board with recommendations from the 
District Discipline Pupil Placement Committee, School Attendance Review Board (SARB), or by 
another established district referral process as required by statute. 
 

Charter School Requirements and Expulsion 
 
Charter schools develop their own policies and procedures regarding student expulsion and student 
dismissal.  They are not required to follow Education Code section 48900 et seq. as the basis of their 
discipline or expulsion policy.  Charter schools have the option to adopt their chartering district’s 
policy and procedures in regard to expulsion and may include the option of an appeal to the County 
Board of Education. 
 
A student who is expelled from a charter school returns to the jurisdiction of the school district of 
residence.  As set forth in Education Code section 47605 (d)(3), if a pupil subject to compulsory full-
time education pursuant to Education Code section 48200 is expelled or leaves a charter school without 
graduating or completing the school year for any reason, the charter school shall notify the 
superintendent of the school district of the pupil’s last known address within 30 days, and shall, upon 
request, provide that school district with a copy of the cumulative record of the pupil, including a 
transcript of grades or report card, and health information. 
 

Expelled Students Who Commit Subsequent Violation(s) 
 
The placement of expelled students who commit subsequent expellable violations will be placed in one 
of the following options: 
 

• If the student commits a subsequent violation of Education Code 48900, the student may be 
referred to another district alternative program or to the Orange County Department of 
Education. 
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• If the expelled student commits another violation of the Education Code while enrolled in the 

Orange County Department of Education, the student will be placed to another community 
school site within the Administrative Unit (AU) or transferred to another AU operated by the 
Orange County Department of Education, in accordance with Orange County Department of 
Education Policy and Procedures. 
 

Expelled Students Who Fail District Community Day School 
 
An expelled student who fails his/her placement in a district community day school program may be 
placed in one of the following options: 
 

• Other existing district educational alternatives. 
 

• Orange County Department of Education, Alternative, Community and Correctional Education 
Schools and Services or the Division of Special Education Services. 
 

Special Education Students 
 
Students eligible under the Individuals with Disabilities Act (IDEA) may be referred to the Orange 
County Department of Education pursuant to the Individualized Education Program (IEP) process 
outlined in Ed. Code 48915.5 and Orange County Department of Education procedures.  Students 
eligible under Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 may also be referred to the Orange County 
Department of Education program in accordance with Section 504 procedures.  School districts must 
take into consideration the contents of the student’s IEP when making placement recommendations.  
Any change in placement requires the school district to convene an IEP meeting.  The IEP team 
identifies a special education program and related services appropriate for the student.  Placement 
options may include district, SELPA, or county-operated programs. 
 

• If the district refers the expelled student to the Orange County Department of Education, the 
district shall convene an IEP meeting prior to the referral to jointly identify an appropriate 
special education program and related services.  A representative from the Orange County 
Department of Education shall participate in the IEP meeting.  The district or Orange County 
Department of Education, as identified in the SELPA Plan, will provide special education 
services in accordance with the student’s IEP. 
 

• When the IEP cannot be implemented within the Orange County Department of Education, the 
district of residence is responsible for providing Free and Appropriate Public Education (FAPE) 
within the continuum of program options identified in the SELPA plan. 
 

• The Orange County Department of Education also provides an interim alternative educational 
setting while school districts search for permanent placements for students eligible under the 
IDEA (not excluding county options).  [34 C.F.R. section 300.530(g)] 
 

• Santa Ana Unified School District has established classes for K-12 students with emotional 
disturbance. 

 
The Santa Ana Unified School District Governing Board desires to enhance student learning by 
providing an orderly, caring and engaging educational and social environment in which all students feel 
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safe, secure and take pride in their school and personal achievements. The school environment should 
be characterized by positive interpersonal relationships among students and between students and staff.  
 
Staffs are expected to serve as role models for student by demonstrating positive, professional attitudes 
and respect toward each student, colleagues and parents. Teachers shall use effective classroom 
management techniques base on clear expectations for student behavior.  
 
Staff shall enforce Board policies and regulations which establish rules for appropriate student conduct, 
including prohibitions against bullying, cyber bullying, harassment of students, hazing, other violence 
or threats of violence against students and staff, and drug, alcohol, and tobacco use. 
 
The district’s curriculum shall include age-appropriate character education, which includes, but is not 
limited to, the principals of equality, human dignity, mutual respect, fairness, honesty, and citizenship. 
Teachers are encouraged to employ cooperative learning strategies, as well as other positive 
interactions in the classroom, familiar to students from diverse backgrounds. 
 
Schools shall promote nonviolent conflict resolutions techniques in order to encourage attitudes and 
behaviors that foster harmonious relations. As part of this effort, students shall be taught the skills 
necessary to reduce violence, including communication skills, anger management, bias reductions, and 
mediation skills.  
 
Professional development designed to improve classroom management, conflict resolution techniques, 
and communications with students and parent/guardians, including persons of diverse backgrounds 
shall be provided to school site staff.

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CLINICAL AFFILIATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN 
AZUSA PACIFIC UNIVERSITY 

SCHOOL OF NURSING  
and 

 
SANTA ANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT 

 Azusa Pacific University, domiciled in the City of Azusa, State of California (hereinafter called 

“UNIVERSITY”) and Santa Ana Unified School District, domiciled in the City of Santa Ana, State 

of California (hereinafter called “FACILITY”), hereby agree: 

RECITALS 

 UNIVERSITY is an institution of higher learning, which presently offers Bachelor’s, Master’s 

and Doctorate Degrees in various disciplines, fully accredited by the Western Association of School 

and Colleges, and the Commission on Collegiate Nursing Education (CCNE).  FACILITY is an 

institution, which offers health services and facilities, and maintains appropriate state licensure. 

 UNIVERSITY and FACILITY desire to assist and cooperate with each other in providing 

instruction and clinical experience to students of nursing, which leads to the awarding of elective 

credit toward a Bachelor’s, Master’s or Doctorate degree, and/or continuing education units, from 

Azusa Pacific University. 

TERMS OF AGREEMENT 

1. ACCREDITATION: 

 FACILITY shall undertake to maintain standards of care and all other requirements necessary 

to insure continued Medicare certification and appropriate state licensure.  It is recognized that 

UNIVERSITY is under the jurisdiction of various accrediting agencies with whose standards it must 

comply if UNIVERSITY is to maintain accreditation, and it is therefore agreed that UNIVERSITY 

will administer the Degree Program, and that UNIVERSITY will prescribe curriculum and courses 

of study.  It is agreed that the Program is the responsibility of UNIVERSITY, and that 

UNIVERSITY is in authority of the administration of the same.  UNIVERSITY personnel recognize 

the responsibility to plan and work collaboratively and cooperatively with FACILITY, in providing 

student learning and patient care. 

 Upon failure of either party to this AGREEMENT to obtain or maintain its certification or 

accreditation, the party hereto which has certification or accreditation, at its election, may terminate 

this AGREEMENT at the end of the academic year of the UNIVERSITY by giving at least one 

semester’s written notice thereof to the party that does not have its said certification or accreditation 
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and thereupon, this AGREEMENT shall terminate without further liability hereunder by either party 

to the other, except as provided for in Section 7 of this AGREEMENT.  The term semester as used 

herein, means one half of a regular school year as now conducted by UNIVERSITY or its then 

equivalent. 

2. TRANSPORTATION OF NURSING STUDENTS BETWEEN UNIVERSITY AND 

FACILITY: 

 Neither UNIVERSITY nor FACILITY will provide transportation for nursing students 

between campus of UNIVERSITY and FACILITY.  Each nursing student shall be responsible for 

his or her transportation between UNIVERSITY campus and FACILITY. 

3.    INSURANCE: 

         (a)    Worker’s Compensation Insurance and Employer’s Liability Insurance:  FACILITY shall 

maintain minimum insurance coverage for Worker’s Compensation, including 

Employer’s Liability, covering its employees.  UNIVERSITY shall maintain minimum 

insurance coverage for Worker’s Compensation, including Employer’s Liability, covering 

its employees and students. 

         (b)    Professional Liability Insurance:  FACILITY shall carry professional liability insurance 

coverage in the amount of $1,000,000 per limit and $3,000,000 in the aggregate, for its 

employees and agents.  UNIVERSITY shall carry professional liability insurance 

coverage in the amount of $1,000,000 per limit and $3,000,000 in the aggregate, for its 

employees, agents, and students.   

         (c)    General Liability Insurance:  FACILITY shall maintain general liability insurance 

coverage in the amount of $1,000,000 per incident and $3,000,000 in the aggregate, 

covering its employees and agents.  UNIVERSITY shall maintain general liability 

insurance coverage in the amount of $1,000,000 per incident and $3,000,000 in the 

aggregate, covering its employees, agents, and students. 

         (d)    UNIVERSITY maintains proof of all insurance coverage and will provide said proof to 

FACILITY upon request.  Further, in the event of any modification, termination, 

expiration, non-renewal or cancellation of any insurance coverage required by this 

Agreement, UNIVERSITY shall give written notice thereof to FACILITY not more than 
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ten (10) days following the date of UNIVERSITY’S receipt of such notification. 

         (e)    FACILITY maintains proof of all insurance coverage and will provide said proof to      

  UNIVERSITY upon request. 

4. CONFIDENTIALITY: 

 All verbal and written information exchanges, as well as proprietary information relating to 

business practices, procedures or methods of the FACILITY or the project shall remain strictly 

confidential and shall not be disclosed without consent of the FACILITY. 

 The University shall notify students that they are responsible for respecting and maintaining 

the confidentiality of all Health Information with respect to all patients of the FACILITY, including 

without limitation, all Health Information regarding a patient’s:  1) Medical treatment and condition; 

2) Psychiatric and Mental Health; and 3) Substance abuse and Chemical dependency, which the 

student may receive pursuant to this Agreement.  The student agrees to comply with the terms and 

conditions of the:  (i) Confidentiality of Medical Information Act of 1981, California Civil Code 

Section 56 et seq. (General Patient Medical Records); (ii) California Welfare & Institutions Code 

§5328.6 and §5328.7 (Mental Health Records); and (iii) 42 U.S.C. §§290dd-2; (iv) Health Insurance 

Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (“HIPAA”) and the Regulations promulgated thereunder 

(42 U.S.C. Sections 1320d-2 and 1320d-4; 45 C.F.R. Subtitle A, Subchapter C, Parts 160 – 164), as 

amended from time to time. 

5. STUDENT AGENCY ASSIGNMENT: 

 The Assignment of nursing students within the FACILITY shall be made by the UNIVERSITY 

in accordance with availability of experiences for clinical practice and in keeping with students’ 

educational needs.  Physical facilities of FACILITY for such assignments will be made available 

therefore by FACILITY. 

§  The student will be officially enrolled in a nursing course of study at Azusa Pacific 

University. 

§  The student will work with a FACILITY preceptor(s) agreed upon by FACILITY, 

UNIVERSITY and student. 

§  The UNIVERSITY and/or student will prepare objectives for the clinical experience with 

the approval of UNIVERSITY faculty and FACILITY preceptor(s). 

§   The clinical hours to meet the student’s learning needs will be jointly arranged by the

UNIVERSITY, FACILITY, and student. 

§   Student evaluations will be the responsibility of the UNIVERSITY faculty with input 

from the FACILITY preceptor(s). 

§   The student will meet all time obligations or otherwise notify the FACILITY 

preceptor(s) of alterations in advance. 

§ The UNIVERSITY shall notify students that they are responsible for following the 

internal protocols, policies, procedures, rules and regulations established by FACILITY; 

and all requirements of the Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare 

Organizations (“Joint Commission” or “JCAHO”), as may be revised from time to time. 

6. RESERVATION OF RIGHTS: 

 FACILITY reserves the right for its Administrator to exercise exclusive control over the 

administration, operation, maintenance and management of FACILITY, and faculty and students 

while students are in residence at the FACILITY and subject thereto, UNIVERSITY reserves the 

right to exercise control and supervision over the operation, curriculum, faculty and students of the 

School of Nursing within the prescribed framework. 

7. TERMINATION AND TERM LENGTH OF THIS AGREEMENT: 

 The AGREEMENT may be terminated by either party thereto by delivery of thirty (30) days 

prior written notice of termination to the other party hereof, and delivery of a copy of said notice to 

the Board of Directors or Trustees, or the organization having jurisdiction over either of the parties 

hereto, or of which either party hereto is a member, and whose laws, rules or regulations require that 

such notice be given to such Board or organization.  In the event such notice of termination is given 

for any reason including for loss of certification or accreditation as provided for in Section 1 hereof, 

the UNIVERSITY and FACILITY will continue to discharge their obligations as expressed herein 

to each other as to the nursing students then enrolled.  This AGREEMENT is for the term of three 

(3) years, unless earlier terminated pursuant to the terms of this Agreement. 

8. MISCELLANEOUS: 

 (a) Patient Care:  The FACILITY shall remain in charge of and provide appropriate 

supervisory personnel for patient care. FACILITY is at all times responsible for care and 

supervision of its patients. 

 (b) Orientation:  The FACILITY will provide for the UNIVERSITY and its nursing students 
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and faculty appropriate orientation prior to and, if required, during each semester.  

Orientation shall include familiarization with relevant FACILITY purpose, policies, 

procedures and facilities. 

 (c) Hepatitis B:  UNIVERSITY requires the hepatitis B vaccine and vaccination series for all 

of its health care students who have occupational exposure.  UNIVERSITY also follows 

up with all students who have had an exposure incident at no cost to them, once the 

student has received the required training and within ten working days of initial 

assignment.  All students are assured that if the hepatitis B vaccination has previously 

been declined (for which a signed declaration has been obtained) that the vaccination 

series is still available to such student. 

 (d) Universal Precautions:  The UNIVERSITY nursing curriculum contains Universal 

Precautionary Practices, which include a general explanation of the epidemiology and  

  systems of blood borne disease, modes of transmission, and information on the hepatitis B 

vaccination, as well as other pertinent information. 

 (e) Health Clearance:  The UNIVERSITY assumes responsibility for maintaining a current 

(within a year) certification of health clearance, including verification of a titer test 

proving immunity to rubella and measles or proof of immunization, PPD Test or chest x-

ray showing no active tuberculosis, verbal screening for clinical history of Varicella-

zoster virus infection (chicken pox), and proof of immunization against hepatitis B 

(heptavac).  UNIVERSITY shall ensure compliance with this Paragraph and shall 

maintain files of all health examinations of students assigned to FACILITY. 

 (f) Background Check:  The UNIVERSITY shall require each assigned student to submit to a 

complete background check as a condition of participation in the Program.  The 

background check will be considered “completed” if it includes all of the following 

elements: (1) 7 year criminal background check in current and previous counties of 

residence and employment; (2) confirmation that the assigned student is not listed as 

sexual offender and, if requested by the FACILITY, in any child abuse registry;              

(3) evidence that the assigned student is eligible to participate in all federal and state 

health programs and verification that the student is not on the OIG or GSA exclusion list.   

9.     MUTUAL INDEMNIFICATION:  
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 (a) UNIVERSITY shall indemnify, save and hold harmless FACILITY, its officers, directors, 

agents and employees from and against all obligations, claims and liabilities of any kind 

under state or federal law (including costs and attorneys fees) that may arise out of 

negligent acts or omissions of UNIVERSITY officers, directors, agents, students and 

employees during the course and scope of a UNIVERSITY’s student’s clinical training. 

 (b) FACILITY shall indemnify, save and hold harmless UNIVERSITY, its officers, directors, 

agents and employees from and against all obligations, claims and liabilities of any kind 

under state or federal law (including costs and attorneys fees) that may arise out of 

negligent acts or omissions of FACILITY officers, directors, agents or employees during 

the course and scope of a UNIVERSITY’s student’s clinical training. 

10. AMENDMENTS: 

 This AGREEMENT and each of their terms and provision hereof may be amended from time 

to time by the parties hereto by written amendment only and executed by the parties hereto. 

11.  STATUS OF STUDENTS:  The employment status of students and the responsibility for 

insurance coverage for student activities depends upon the status of the students as set forth below: 

 (a) Students Participating in Unpaid Internship not at Student’s Place of Employment:  

It is understood by the parties that the UNIVERSITY’s students are fulfilling specific 

requirements for clinical experiences as part of a degree requirement, and therefore, the 

UNIVERSITY’s students do not thereby become employees or agents of UNIVERSITY 

by virtue of their clinical training.  The UNIVERSITY shall be responsible for providing 

general liability, professional liability, and workers’ compensation coverage for such 

students, pursuant to Section 3 (Insurance) of this Agreement.   

 (b) Students Participating in Unpaid Internship at Student’s Place of Employment:  It is 

understood by the parties that the UNIVERSITY and FACILITY shall keep the clinical 

training and work duties of the UNIVERSITY’s students strictly separate.  The 

UNIVERSITY shall be responsible for providing general liability, professional liability, 

and workers’ compensation coverage for such students’ clinical training, pursuant to 

Section 3 (Insurance) of this Agreement, and the FACILITY shall be responsible for 

providing insurance coverage for such students’ activities as an employee. 

 (c) Students Participating in Paid Internship:  If the UNIVERSITY’s students are 
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provided with a nominal stipend from the FACILITY intended to reimburse them for 

estimated expenses related to their clinical training, the UNIVERSITY’s students do not 

thereby become employees or agents of FACILITY, and UNIVERSITY shall be 

responsible for providing general liability, professional liability, and workers’ 

compensation coverage for such students pursuant to Section 3 (Insurance) of this 

Agreement; however, FACILITY shall be responsible for issuing a Form 1099 reporting 

the stipend to the Internal Revenue Service.  If, however, the UNIVERSITY’s students 

are paid by the FACILITY for their services, then they become employees of the 

FACILITY, and FACILITY is responsible for all employee obligations and for insuring 

the activities of such students, notwithstanding Section 3 (Insurance) of this Agreement; 

in addition, Section 9 (Mutual Indemnification) shall not apply to either party.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 
 
The purpose of this agenda item is to request Board approval to submit a grant application to 
partner with the Safe Schools & Support Services Department of the Orange County Department 
of Education to provide drug and alcohol prevention services at three Santa Ana Unified School 
District schools. 
 
 
RATIONALE: 
 
Research indicates that evidence based drug prevention and education reduces substance abuse 
among youth. If awarded, the Leading Youth away from Negative Choices (LYNC) Grant would 
expand the provision of drug and alcohol prevention and education services at Heroes 
Elementary, Willard Intermediate and Valley High School.

LICENSE AGREEMENT 

FOR 
DATA AND ASSESSMENT MANAGEMENT SYSTEM 

 
 

THIS LICENSE AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”), dated as of January 1, 2012 (the “Effective 
Date”), is made and entered into by and between The Riverside Publishing Company, a Delaware 
corporation with its principal place of business at 3800 Golf Road, Suite 200, Rolling Meadows, Illinois 
60008-4015 (“Riverside”), and Santa Ana Unified School District with a principal place of business at 1601 
East Chestnut Avenue, Santa Ana, California 92701 (“SAUSD”).This Agreement supersedes The 
Agreement between the parties dated July 1, 2011 (the “Prior Agreement”). 
 

RECITALS 
 

i. Riverside offers suites of Internet based assessment and instructional tools (collectively, the 
“Data and Assessment Management Systems”, referred to hereinafter individually as a “Data and 
Assessment System”), which are accessible through sites owned or operated by Riverside and its 
affiliates (the “Riverside Sites”);

Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Riverside hereby grants to SAUSD a 
non-exclusive, non-transferable license to use the DataDirector Data and Assessment System and any 
Additional Content according to Riverside‟s directions and specifications (the “License”) included in the 
documentation for the DataDirector Data and Assessment System and Additional Content (collectively, the 
“Riverside Materials”). 

B.  License Limitations. All rights not specifically granted to SAUSD under this Agreement are retained 
by Riverside and its licensors. The parties understand and agree that this License does not include any right 
to and SAUSD shall not sell or sublicense Riverside Materials, services or documentation in whole or in part, 
to any third party or contest Riverside‟s and its licensors‟ rights to the Riverside Materials or related services 
or documentation. 
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 3.  Term. The term (the “Term”) of this Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and continue 
for nine (9) months unless terminated earlier as expressly provided herein. Should SAUSD seek to renew or 
reinstate the license after such termination, SAUSD shall no longer be entitled to receive the Fees set forth 
below. 
 
 4.  Fees. In consideration of the licenses and services provided hereunder, SAUSD shall pay Riverside 
the following fees (collectively, “Fees”):  
 
 A.  Annual License Fee to Riverside. SAUSD shall pay to Riverside the annual license fee (“License 
Fee”) described and calculated as set forth under Addendum 2.  In the event the calculation of the License 
Fee is less than the amount of Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00), the minimum license fee (“Minimum 
Fee”) shall be Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00). Subject to an additional License Fee, additional students 
or services may be added by executing an Additional Services Order Form.

    B.    Timing. The License Fee for the first time period shall be paid no later than thirty (30) days following 
the Effective Date of this Agreement. All future License Fees will be paid not later than thirty (30) days 
following the beginning of the applicable time period. 

    C.  Other Fees. SAUSD shall pay to Riverside the fees described under Addendum 2 or any subsequent 
addenda with regard to services to be provided by Riverside (“Other Fees”) for each of the schools listed in 
Addendum 1, in accordance with the payment schedules set forth on Addendum 2. 

    5.  Scanning Devices.  Riverside does not supply scanners to use with the Data and Assessment System. 
SAUSD is responsible for purchasing and installing scanners compatible with the DataDirector. Riverside 
will provide SAUSD with the model numbers of compatible scanners and instructions for installing 
DataScanner™. 

    6.  District Obligations. SAUSD agrees to make itself reasonably available for on site visits and telephone 
calls with prospective clients about SAUSD‟s use of and experience with the Data and Assessment System. 
SAUSD agrees to grant Riverside the right to make reasonable use of SAUSD‟s name in appropriate 
locations on its website and other marketing material. 

    7.  Cancellation Fees; No Set-Off.  In the event SAUSD provides written notice to Riverside to cancel the 
License before the first anniversary of the Effective Date, a fee of Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00) (a 
“Cancellation Fee”) shall be due and payable within thirty (30) days of the date of the notice of cancellation.  
In addition to the Cancellation Fee, SAUSD shall be responsible for any expenses incurred by Riverside up 
to the date of the cancellation. Such Cancellation Fee shall also be applicable in the event SAUSD does not 
provide timely notice of non-renewal as set forth in Section 3 above. Except as expressly provided in this 
Agreement, all Fees are nonrefundable and SAUSD may not charge back to Riverside or make any set-offs 
or deductions relating to this Agreement or any other Agreement between Riverside and SAUSD. 

 
    8.  Riverside Technical and Customer Support and Training. Riverside shall provide initial on-site training 
to SAUSD, as further described on Addendum 3, at the fees set forth on such Addendum 3.  Riverside shall 
provide the customer support and services designated on Addendum 2, as further described on Addendum 
3, to a limited number of members of SAUSD specified by SAUSD who have participated in Riverside‟s 
training session(s) provided hereunder.  Riverside shall provide Data Integration services to SAUSD, as 
further described on Addendum 3. 
 
   9.  Availability of the Data and Assessment System.  Riverside may experience website outages where the 
Data and Assessment System cannot be accessed. Riverside will use reasonable efforts to make the Data 
and Assessment System available 24 hours per day, 7 days per week, except for downtime for scheduled 
and unscheduled maintenance, and will promptly investigate any technical problems that SAUSD reports to 
Riverside. 
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   10.  Passwords and Security.  Riverside will provide to SAUSD, if needed, a user name and password for 
every user of the Data and Assessment System. Users of the Data and Assessment System will be SAUSD 
administration and teachers (“Permitted Users”). SAUSD agrees at all times to maintain the confidentiality of 
all of its user names and passwords.  SAUSD agrees not to permit a third party other than Permitted Users 
to use the Data and Assessment System through its license. If there is any unauthorized use or access of 
any of SAUSD„s accounts, SAUSD must immediately notify Riverside of the security breach by email to: 
info@achievedata.com. 
 
   11.  Ownership Rights. 

A. Riverside‟s Ownership Rights.  Riverside or its licensors own all right, title and interest in 
and to (i) the Riverside Materials, including the Data and Assessment System and any other software or 
content licensed hereunder, and the underlying methodology, software and the copyrightable structure of 
the organization thereof; (ii) any derivative works of the Riverside Materials; (iii) the Riverside Sites, and the 
underlying methodology and the copyrightable structure of the organization and presentation of the Site 
provided by Riverside; and (iv) all Riverside trademarks and other intellectual property incorporated therein.  
DataDirector and the DataDirector logo are trademarks of Riverside; other trademarks are the property of 
their respective owners. 

B. SAUSD‟s Ownership Rights. SAUSD owns all right, title and interest in and to SAUSD‟s 
user information and student data, which includes, but is not limited to, student names, student demographic 
information, student assessment data from in-class, district benchmark and state tests, school and district 
names and data, district standards, teacher names, course names and data. Additionally, SAUSD owns all 
right, title and interest in and to tests, test items, and item banks created solely by SAUSD without 
incorporation of any Additional Content. 
 
   12.  Representations and Warranties. Each party represents and warrants that (a) it is authorized, 
empowered, and able to enter into and fully perform its obligations under this Agreement; (b) its 
performance of this Agreement, and the other party‟s exercise of such other party‟s rights under this 
Agreement, will not conflict with or result in a breach or violation of any of the terms or provisions or 
contribute a default under any agreement to which it is a party; and (c) it will comply with all applicable laws, 
regulations and code, of any governmental authority of competent jurisdiction in its performance of its 
obligations or exercise of its right under this Agreement.

Riverside products or services. The foregoing indemnity is conditioned upon prompt written notice by 
Riverside of any claim, action or demand for which indemnity is claimed. 

   15.  Choice of Law. This Agreement, its interpretation, performance or any breach thereof, shall be 
construed in accordance with, and all questions with respect thereto shall be determined by, the laws of the 
State of California applicable to contracts entered into and wholly to be performed within said state. 
 
   16.  Press Releases. The parties may jointly prepare press releases concerning the existence of this 
Agreement and the terms hereof, in a format mutually agreed to by the parties. 
 
   17.  Confidentiality. The parties may treat this and all agreements entered into by and between the parties 
as public data, subject to the following: 

A. Disclosure of Confidential Information. Notwithstanding the foregoing, however, during the 
Term of this Agreement and thereafter, each party will use and reproduce the other party‟s Confidential 
Information only for purposes of this Agreement and only to the extent necessary for such purpose and will 
restrict disclosure of the other party‟s Confidential Information to its employees, consultants or independent 
contractors with a need to know and will not disclose the other party‟s Confidential Information to any third 
party without the prior written approval of the other party. Notwithstanding the foregoing, it will not be a 
breach of this Agreement for either party to disclose Confidential Information of the other party if required to 
do so under law or in a judicial or other governmental investigation or proceeding, provided the other party 
has been given prior notice and the disclosing party has sought all available safeguards against widespread 
dissemination prior to such disclosure. 

B. Definition of Confidential Information. As used in this Agreement, the term “Confidential 
Information” refers to student records, trade secrets, business plans, strategies, methods and/or practices, 
and any other information relating to either party or its business that is not generally known to the public, 
including but not limited to information about either party‟s personnel, products, customers, marketing 
strategies, services or future business plans. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the term “Confidential 
Information” specifically excludes (i) information that is now in the public domain or subsequently enters the 
public domain by publication or otherwise through no action or fault of the other party; (ii) information that is 
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known to either party without restriction, prior to receipt from the other party under this Agreement, from its 
own independent sources as evidenced by such party‟s written records, and which was not acquired, 
directly or indirectly, from the other party; (iii) information that either party receives from any third party 
reasonably known by such receiving party to have a legal right to transmit such information, and not under 
any obligation to keep such information confidential; and (iv) information independently developed by either 
party‟s employees or agents provided that either party can show that those same employees or agents had 
no access to the Confidential Information received hereunder. 

C. Student Records. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement, student 
records and student information shall not be considered public data and shall not be disclosed to any third 
party without the prior written consent of SAUSD; provided, however, Riverside may use and disclose such 
information (including without limitation demographic information and assessment results data) in an 
aggregate format where data concerning individual students, teachers, schools or districts may not be 
identified or derived. 

   18.  Termination. 

A. Mutual Termination Provisions. Subject to SAUSD„s right to terminate this Agreement 
following the one-year or two-year anniversary of the Effective Date, either party may terminate this 
Agreement (a) if the other party files a petition for bankruptcy, becomes insolvent, or makes an assignment 
for the benefit of its creditors, or a receiver is appointed for the other party or its business; or (b) upon the 
occurrence of a material breach of a material provision by the other party if such breach is not cured within 
thirty (30) days after written notice is received by the breaching party identifying the matter constituting the 
material breach. 

B. Effect of Termination. Upon the expiration or earlier termination of this Agreement, the 
parties shall immediately cease exercising any of the rights granted pursuant to this Agreement other than 
those that survive beyond this Agreement as stated below in Section 25.

22. Notice. Whenever under this Agreement one party is required or permitted to give notice to the 
other, such notice will be in writing and deemed given upon the earlier of delivery or five (5) calendar days 
after such notice is mailed by registered or certified United States mail, return receipt requested, postage 
prepaid, and addressed to the addressee at its address stated above. Either party may change its address 
for notice by giving the other party advance written notice of the new address in conformity with the 
foregoing and the date upon which such new address will become effective. 
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23. Force Majeure. Neither party shall be liable for any delays or other failures to perform resulting from 

circumstances or causes beyond its reasonable control, including, without limitation, fire or other casualty, 
website outages, act of God, strike or labor dispute, war or other violence, or any law, order or requirement 
of any governmental agency or authority. 
 

24. Counterparts and Facsimile Signatures. This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, 
each of which shall be deemed to be an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same 
instrument.

Sections 11-15, and 17-28, and any accrued but unpaid payment obligations. 
 

26. Severability. If any of the provisions of this Agreement is held by a court of competent jurisdiction to 
be invalid or unenforceable under any applicable statute or rule of law, such provision shall, to that extent, 
be deemed omitted, and the remaining portions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. 
 
     27.  Waiver. The waiver of one breach or default or any delay in exercising any rights shall not constitute 
a waiver of any subsequent breach or default. 
 
     28.  U.S. Government Restricted Rights. The Data and Assessment System, and Riverside materials are 
commercial products, developed at private expense, and provided with restricted rights. Use, reproduction, 
release, modification or disclosure of the Data and Assessment System and Riverside materials, or any part 
thereof, including technical data, by the United States Government is restricted in accordance with Federal 
Acquisition Regulation (“FAR”) 12.212 for civilian agencies and Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation 
Supplement (“DFARS”) 227.7202 for military agencies.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 
 
The purpose of this agenda item is to request Board ratification for the amendment of the Quality 
Education Investment Act (QEIA) Waiver application for Class Size Flexibility to the State 
Board of Education.  The QEIA waiver application submission deadline is February 27, 2012. 
 
At the Board of Education meeting on October 27, 2011, the Board approved the submission of 
four Quality Education Investment Act (QEIA) waivers to waive portions of the California 
Education Code Sections 52055(a) and 52055.740 regarding class size requirements on behalf of 
nine elementary schools, three intermediate schools, and one high school.  These waivers were 
for the 2010-11 and 2011-12 school years. 
 
At the January 11, 2012 State Board of Education meeting, the District asked for flexibility to 
waive the class average of 25 students at the secondary level in core subjects.  The State Board 
of Education did not take action to approve or deny the waivers.  Because of this, the waivers 
went on to the March State Board of Education agenda for action. 
 
In investigating the status of the waivers with the technical assistance of the Orange County 
Department of Education, it was found that all four secondary schools (Lathrop, Sierra, and 
Willard intermediate schools and Century High School) did in fact meet the class size average of 
25, but there were some core sections that exceeded the “rule of 27.”  District staff asked if the 
waivers could be amended to reflect application of the “rule of 27,” however, CDE denied the 
request and recommended that four new waivers be submitted to waive the “rule of 27.”  These 
waivers will be placed on the May State Board agenda. 
 
 
RATIONALE: 
 
Waivers for Lathrop, Sierra, and Willard intermediate schools and Century High School must be 
resubmitted for the “rule of 27.”  All four schools did meet the class size average of 25 in the 
core subject areas using an approved formula.  These waivers will be for school years 2010-11 
and 2011-12. 
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FUNDING:

The purpose of this agenda item is to seek Board approval to adopt Resolution No. 11/12-2913 to 
request from the County Treasury a bridge transfer as a means to ease cash flow shortages pertaining 
to negative Educational Revenue Augmentation Fund (ERAF).   
 
The 2011-12 State Budget Act included a reduction of $48 million for the County of Orange tied to 
Vehicle Licensing Fees revenues.  In an effort to deal with cash flow shortages the County of Orange 
increased the Vehicle Licensing Fees Adjustment Amount (VLFAA) by $73.5 million which 
reduced property tax apportionments to K-12 school districts and community colleges.  To backfill 
the loss of revenue from property taxes, Revenue Limit apportionments will be increased, however, 
these additional monies are subject to the current Revenue Limit apportionment schedule as well as 
all current deferrals.  The VLFAA portion of negative ERAF for the District is approximately $4 
million. 
 
On January 24, 2012, the Orange County Board of Supervisors approved Resolution No. 12-010 that 
would allow K-12 districts to borrow an amount no more than their share of the increased negative 
ERAF attributed to the VLFAA.   
 
The Bridge Transfer will be at zero cost unless the State of California files suit against the County of 
Orange, which at that time, the cost will be interest.  The Bridge Transfer does not assist in easing 
cash flow shortages attributed to State imposed deferrals.   
 
RATIONALE:  
 
To address the cash flow shortage attributable to the VLFAA portion of negative ERAF increase.

The purpose of this agenda item is to seek Board authorization to award a contract for Bid

At its November 8, 2011 meeting, the Board authorized staff to obtain bids for the 
Modernization project at Edison Elementary School.  Legal advertisements of notice calling for 
bids were placed with the Orange County Register on December 15 and 22, 2011.  Staff 
contacted 450 contractors, of which 82 picked up plans.  On February 6, 2012, bid day, the 
District received ten bids.  The architect and staff are in agreement that Triumph Painting 
represents the lowest responsive bidder.  This bid amount is within budget.  The following is a 
list of all bids received:

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 
 
The purpose of this agenda item is to seek Board approval to adopt Resolution No. 11/12-2914 to 
reserve the right to negotiate a reduction in salaries. 
 
The State of California is (1) projecting a State budget deficit of $9.2 billion, and (2) implementing 
education budget reductions of $4.8 billion in the 2012-13 school year if a November 2012 tax 
measure does not pass.  Currently, the State is deferring $16.1 billion in apportionments, of which 38 
percent is deferred from one fiscal year to the next. 
 
As a result of the State of California budget shortfall for the 2012-13 fiscal year, the State of 
California may be proposing a reduction in State support for K-12 public schools in the 2012-13 
fiscal year. 
 
 
RATIONALE: 
 
Due to the uncertainty of the State and District’s budget, this agenda item seeks formal approval to 
reserve the District’s right to negotiate the salary and work year/annual compensation reductions for 
certificated and classified employees for the 2012-13 fiscal year.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Board reserves the right to reduce 31 
annual compensation for unrepresented employees effective July 1, 2012, or a 32 
date thereafter. 33 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board’s designee is directed to provide 34 
written notice to any exclusive representatives of District employees of the 35 
contents of this Resolution; 36 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board’s designee is directed to provide 37 
notice to individual unrepresented employees  of the contents of this 38 
Resolution; 39
