Course Description: 

Chemistry is the study of MATTER and the CHANGES that take place with that matter. Laboratory work is a vital component in studying these changes and provides a foundation on which to build an understanding of major concepts.  Topics include: alchemy, types of matter, atomic structure, electrons in atoms, the periodic table, chemical bonding, the mole, chemical reactions, stoichiometry, states of matter, acid-bases, chemical energy, and an introduction to organic chemistry.  This is a college preparatory course.  It is highly recommended for college bound students.
