Use a three-ring binder.


Use divider sheets with pockets.


Place color tabs on dividers sheets to distinguish classes.


Divide each class into subjects


Blue = daily work


Green = Quizzes and tests


Yellow = Writing


Pink = Vocabulary


Keep a supply of notebook paper in the back of your binder.


Store pens, pencils, ruler, paper clips, etc in a zipper bag made for binders.


Place agenda in your binder.


Keep your old binder and notes when you are ready to replace.





TOP 10 TEST – TAKING TIPS





Study your notes regularly. Study in-depth 30 minutes each night a week before the test.  For math, practice and review math problems.


Get a good night’s sleep and eat a healthy breakfast.  Think positively.


Review notes morning of the test.


Make sure you are prepared with the tools you will need for the test (pens, paper, etc.)


Skim the entire exam.


Make a check mark beside any questions that you do not understand or that appear difficult.


Go through the test and answer all items you can answer quickly and easily.


Go back and answer all remaining items.


Monitor your time carefully.


Use all the time allotted for the test.   Re-read and re-check every answer carefully for careless mistakes.
