March 1* through March 31*, 2016

How to Apply:
o Parents/guardians of student whao wish to apply for any school within the District, excluding fundamental schools,

may obtain an Intra District Transfer form from their current school site or online at www.sausd.us .

e Intra District Transfers request should be returned to your student's current school not later that Fébruary 29,
2016 by 4:00 p.m. If there are more requests than spaces available, a lottery will be held. Students who are not
selected from the lottery will be place on a waiting list. The student’s current schoal will inform you if the transfer

request has been accepted.
e Prior year's waiting list will no longer be valid; the new waiting list will only be active for the 2016-2017 school

year.
* Intra District Transfers submitted after February 29, 2016 will be placed on a waiting list. Students will be called

from the waiting list as space is available.

» Inter District Transfers requests should be submitted to the school being requested.

¢ Students who wish to enroll in a fundamental school must follow the specific fundamental school enrollment
procedures and meet the deadlines as outlined by each school. Please see the fundamental Open Lottery
Registration Guidelines and Timelines which can be found on our District website.
