For the past 33 years, the Santa Ana Partnership has developed a pathway from the earliest
years in the Santa Ana Unified School District (SAUSD) schools to Santa Ana College and
onward to a baccalaureate-granting institution.

Through a program called Santa Ana jAdelante!, SAUSD graduates will receive free college
tuition their freshmen year, worth an estimated $1,104.00, when they enroll at Santa Ana
College full-time. To support their education, they will also receive a free laptop.

SAUSD graduates who enroll in the Santa Ana jAdelante! program attend Santa Ana College,
and who complete the transfer requirements, will receive guaranteed admission to California
State University Fullerton or University of California Irvine.

The partnership with Santa Ana College has provided opportunity for students to enroll in
college courses for dual/concurrent enrollment during the school day at Century High School
and Godinez High School. Additionally, juniors and seniors are provided access to college
coursework at our local high schools, in alignment with career pathways, through the College
Now program after the regular school day.
