What is Algebra I?
Algebra 1 is considered a rigorous college preparatory class. It reinforces and improves skills studied in previous math courses with an advanced approach to the topics covered.  We will begin the year with functions intro, linear and exponential functions, quadratic functions, expressions and real numbers; and then progress to the study of solving equations and inequalities, system of equations and inequalities, and possibly statistics if time allows.  Emphasis will be placed on skill development, conceptual understanding and practical application.  Secondary to the subject matter, the focus of this class will be to help foster a sense of responsibility for your own learning.

· Sharpened pencils, a pen, and a ruler/straightedge
