Llegar tarde a la escuela es muy perjudicial
tanto para su estudiante como para la clase. Es dificil para el/la maestro/a vy la clase construir relaciones y hacer un progreso constante si
su estudiante estd fuera con frecuencia. La mayoria de los estudiantes llegan solo unos minutos tarde cada dia. Consejos para llegar a la
escuela a tiempo:

Empaca la mochila la noche anterior



Building Your Chid's Confidence fo Learn

Provide various activities and experiences in the home- Trying a variety of different things will allow children to
develop their inferests and build their skills. 7hese positfive experiences can build confidence, reduce anxiety, and
mofivate them fo fry simiar activities.

Make a connection between skill, effort, and performance- You want your chidren to belleve that they have
control over their leaning If they develop their skills and put forth effort, they can be more successful in
their learning. Frequent comments like these can help make this connection: “You can do it: IF you use your
study skills and don’t give up, you will get if1” “If you check your math work you will get more problems correct.”

Help your child focus on their own progress rather than how they are doing compared to others. Students with
a history of poor school performance tend to have low hope of success. Other students only do what is
necessary to get the grade. For these students, you will need to help them change their definition of success. In
these cases, grades or how your child is doing compared to others should hot be used to judge success. Instead,
the Focus should be on individual effort, skils, and progress. You want to communicate that mistakes will
happen, and that they are okay. What is important is that he or she tries, sticks with it, and makes his or her
own individual progress. Communicate your bellef that iF he or she fries and uses good study skills, they wil
improve.

Increasing the Value of Learning

Provide emotional support- The emotional support given by parents and teachers provides the setting for a chid to stay
connected to learning. All students need an adult to show them that they care and are inferested in them, especially
students who seem to have given up. This involves many of the strategies discussed in this article. Parents should try to
keep conflict, criticism, and punishment around school to a minimum. A negative relationship wil work against what you are
trying to accomplish in the long run. You want your chid o approach new challenges with confidence in their abilities, fo have
a feelng that they have confrol over thelr learning and to be proud of their accomplishments. These goadls are accomplished
through being supportive and encouraging over time. When problems arise, your job should be to better understand the
problem and help come up with solutions.

Communicate high expectations and beliefs about your child- One simple but important way To communicate that school and
learning are important is to show interest in how your child is doing at school. Every school day, ask him or her about their
school day, homework, tests, and classroom particpation What you say To your child plays a big part in what they will believe
about their school, learning and work.

You want fo communicate the fFollowing:

o I expect you fo do the work. o I expect you fo do as well as you can.

o T Kknow you can do if iF you Try and use good study skills. o T expect you fo stick with if, even IF it gets diFficulf.
Encouragement and praise are clear ways of expressing these expectations.

“T know that assignment is tough, hang in there. I know you can do it!” “When it is time to study, work hardl” “Great job, you
worked really hard on that paper!”

There are many more subtle ways To communicate your expectations. For example, you can ask your child “How many days
before the test are you going fo study?” This question sends the message that you expect them to study several nights
before the test.

Help your child see the value of what is being learned- A common comment students make is “Why do T have to know this
stuff?” Discuss with your chid how basic knowledge like reading, writing and math, as well as more specific knowledge like
science and history, is important for him or her to learn.

You can relate what he or she is learning now with how that knowledge can be helpful in some practical real-life siftuation.
You can dlso relate what he or she is learning with some goal that is important To them, such as getting a certain type of
job or doing a certain activity well
