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Course Description:  United States History: Continuity and Change in the 20th Century is a district mandated course for graduation.  Students will apply their understanding of United States History to demonstrate resourceful learning and reflective communication.  Students will demonstrate proficiency in state adopted standards for 11th grade students through standards based unit exams and authentic assessments.  Students will engage in a rigorous curriculum that focuses on literacy, and preparation for the CAHSEE, CST, and SAT exams.

· Analyze the significant events surrounding the founding of the nation, including the role of religion.

· Analyze the relationship among the rise of industrialization, urbanization, and immigration.

· Trace the rise of the United States to its role as a world power in the twentieth century.

· Analyze the causes of the Great Depression and how the New Deal changed the role of the federal government.

· Analyze U.S. participation in the World War II and its foreign policy since World War II.

· Analyze the development of federal civil rights and voting rights.

· Analyze the major social problems and domestic policy issues in contemporary American society.
