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Reflective Essay: Drama (200 pts)
Paragraph 1 (Introduction)
The student will address how he/she has grown through drama in the past year of high school. The student should indicate in which ways he/she has grown personally through drama as well as how their appreciation and understanding of drama has grown.  The thesis statement should specify the ways in which the student has changed through drama and how their appreciation toward drama has changed.
Paragraph 2 (Body Paragraph 1)

The student will address how he/she has grown as a person. For example, the student may describe how a once shy drama student now has more confidence talking in front of others; or how you might have grown in confidence or in performing since taking last year’s Drama class. In addition, the student may show how he/she has used some of the dramatic skills he/she has learned in class in other areas of life. 
Paragraph 3 (Body Paragraph 2)

The student will reflect on how his/her appreciation of drama has changed or grown in the past year. The student should describe what they have learned this year in drama and how is has changed their ideas about drama and the theater.
Paragraph 4 (Body Paragraph 3 Spring Show and/or VAPA Show)

The student will reflect on the end of the year show and how that has affected his/her perceptions of writing and performing student written material. How was working with student directors and peers compared to being directed by Mr. Marting. If you were involved in the Video projects how was that different than the skits. Students were given much freedom both in creating the scene and rehearsing it, how was that?
Paragraph 5 (Conclusion)

The student will sum up for the reader what was most significant for him/her as an actor this past year. If your are a Senior, please comment on how your 2-4 years of drama have impacted you and to what degree you think theater will be in your future as a performer and/or audience member.
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
