Students (Worth 50 Points)  
This project will allow each student to analyze a city within orange county and review several vital factors relative to law enforcement and government. At the conclusion of this assignment the student will understand the function of government; law enforcement salary for officers in a certain judication as opposed to other jurisdictions; the importance income and population base demographics and how and why crime mapping is relative to the function of law enforcement and resident when it comes to where policing is more vital in certain areas of a given city or unincorporated area.  

Each PowerPoint presentation will contain no more than six (6) slides of information about your city; be presented within as 5-10 minute timeframe, and will include the following information: 
Assignment Requirements      
· Where is the city located in Orange County on the map?
· Is your city Incorporated or Unincorporated?
· What is the demographic makeup of your city (race, age, median income, property value.)
· What law enforcement agency has jurisdiction in your city and is responsible for policing functions in your city? (Sheriff Department or the city’s own Police department).

· The estimate size/ manpower of the agency (Small = less than 50 / Medium = 50 – 100 Large = 0ver 100) 
· Identify a unique and interesting fact about the agency/department (S.W.A.T. /K9, etc,)
· Biographic analysis of the Commanding Officer of the agency (Police Chief, Sheriff etc ) 
· Makeup of the governing body (Mayor and council) 

· Pay scale for officers of the policing agency 

· What is a unique fact about your city. (places, events, etc.)
· What are the crime statistics in your city? (Use Crime Index1 of the Uniform Crime Report to identify crimes)  
· Crime map of the city must also be included in your presentation.

I
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Incorporated
· A city, town, village, or borough that has governmental powers.
· A corporation is an entity capable of conducting business.
· They have the power to conduct business with the private sector.
· The authority to govern the affairs within a state rests with the state legislature, the governor, and the state judicial system. 
· States give localities limited powers to govern their own areas. 
· Municipal corporations are given the power to govern through either the state constitution or state statutes, or through the legislative grant of a charter.
· Municipalities the power to create an official governmental body, such as a board or council. 
· Members of this body are elected by voters who live within the voting boundaries of the municipality. 
· They have the power to pass ordinances, or local laws. 
Home Rule 

· Most states grant home rule powers to municipalities in the state constitution and state statutes
· Home rule is a flexible grant of power from the state to the voters of a municipality. 
· Home rule gives municipalities the power to determine their own goals without interference from the state legislature or state agencies.

· It gives municipalities room to experiment with new approaches to government without first seeking approval from the state. It also allows municipalities to act more quickly on issues      

     issues of local concern because they do not have to seek approval for their actions from the 

      state legislature.

Unincorporated - Not chartered as a self-governing village or city; lacking the tax, police, and other powers conferred by the state on incorporated towns or cities)
