CPM’s Vision

Absent/Tardy work policy
Students will have one day to complete absent work for each day that they are absent. It is the responsibility of the student to find out what assignment they missed and turn in absent work (into the correct tray). Assignments due the day of an absence must be turned in the day the student returns. Tardy work is not accepted. If a student is late to class, their homework will not be stamped and they will not be able to receive full credit on that assignment.
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Grading
Although points will be given for each assignment, each student’s final grade will be broken down as follows:
1. Notebook/Projects/Class-work		25%
2. Participation/Warm-ups			10%
3. Quizzes/Tests				35%

5. Final Assessment			10%

Class Expectations
Students are required to know and follow the guidelines set by the school, including school dress code, electric devices and appropriate behavior. Here are a few guidelines for class:
1. Respect the teacher
2. Respect yourself
3. Respect other students



Notebook/Projects/Class-work – I will check the student’s notebook periodically to assess their progress, to check for accurate and extensive note taking (including daily summaries) and to be sure all questions have complete and correct answers. All projects will be started in class and finished individually or in small groups. Class-work will be completed in a small group setting of four students. CPM encourages students to explore a topic with other classmates in order to discover math in new ways, instead of simply taking down notes given by the teacher.

Homework- The purpose of homework is to review material from previous lessons and prepare students for a new lesson or assessment. Homework will be assigned daily and is stamped at the beginning of class. If a student is late to class, their homework will not be stamped. Once a week, the HW log will be collected, graded and returned to the student. Each problem must be attempted and the answer must be boxed or circled in order to receive full credit (10 points). The heading must include your name, period and assignment. Assignments turned in without a name will not be graded. Late work is not accepted.

Quizzes/Tests/Final Exam – There will be weekly informal assessments in the form of a Quiz or class-work where the material is spiraled. Several assessments will be given to students in small groups, however final assessments will be given to students individually. Tests play a key importance in student’s grades and are designed to assess their comprehension and progress. Students will take “Common Assessments” for each unit, as well as a first and second semester final.

CPM Team Roles – 
A. Resource Manager – Gathers resources
B. Facilitator – Starts an activity and makes sure the group understands the process
C. Recorder/Reporter – Records activity, manages group activity and presents information to the class
D. Task Manager – Manages time, keeps group member on task

Class Expectations – In this class, students are required to work in small groups. Most assignments will be graded as a team, making team roles and equal participation in tasks critical. Students must show respect for one another in order to be successful on a task. The following expectations will make you an effective team member and Algebra 2 student.
1. Be on time to class – this shows respect for your teammates and teacher and helps your group accomplish their daily goals
2. Complete homework each night – you do not want to get behind in your work and lose points on simple assignments
3. Ask questions – be alert, ask for clarification from your teammates
4. Answer questions – raise your hand, participate and help others who are struggling
5. Take your role seriously – The CPM team roles are designed to help all students in discovering a new topic, make sure to do your part
6. Use class time efficiently – only use your Chrome Book to access CPM materials, DESMOS and to research topics related to class content. Cell Phones are not to be used at anytime. 

Cell Phone Policy* – (please read Pg. 9 of your Century Agenda for more details) – “While cell phones may be used before school, during lunch, after school, or during passing period, they should not be used/visible/out during class time.
